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Discrete differential geometry aims at the development aud application of discrete equivalents of
the geometric notions and methods of differential geotnetry. Tlte latter appears thett as a limit
of refinements of the discretization. Curreut progress in this field is to a large extent stimulated
by its relevance for computer grapliics. Concrete examples considered in the taik include discrete
curvature line parametrizations, discrete Willmore energy, and surfaces with constant curvatute.
